Power Cable installation/routing (all trim levels) 

To route the power wire harness into the cabin the RH inner wheelhouse liner must be removed to gain 
access to the “service” port where the wire will be passed though.  Select the appropriate removal 
procedure by vehicle application within the linked document below. 

Combined Front Wheelhouse Liner Replacement procedures 

Prior to attempting to pass the wire/harness into the cabin the silver-colored insulation and 
plastic conduit must be removed, leaving only fabric like tape wrapping on the wire. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

The “service port” or wire pass-thru is located at the 6 o’clock position on the wire harness 
grommet as shown below.  The rubber seal inside of the service port will need to have an “X” 
cut into to provide for the wire to be passed.

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A similar “X” shape cut must be made to the interior cabin side of the grommet located under the IP on

Generously lubricate the exterior area of the service port with glass cleaner. Using a 6” to 8” 
rigid feeder wire (metal hanger type wire) taped the terminated end (non-ring terminal) of the 
harness. Feed the rigid feeder wire through the exterior service port using care to ensure the 
feeder wire exits inside the cab through the X cut. While applying support pressure to the inside 
X cut area, pull the feeder wire, and harness terminal through the X cut into the cabin. Once the 
terminated end of the harness is inside the cabin, continue to pull the harness into the cabin 
and route behind the HVAC duct as shown below. You will need to leave enough of the harness 
Underhood to route up to the Battery Electrical Center (BEC) as you will adding content to the 
BEC to power the AUX Electrical Center that will be added in upcoming steps.

Note: because these trim levels are carry-over IP from the previous generation of trucks you can 
use kit part number 84942073 which will include the components shown in the image above.  
You will not use the retainers as the harness routing has changed and they are no longer 
needed. 

Repair/Recommendation:  
To install the Aux switches, the knee bolster may require replacement or may simply need to 
have a few fasteners removed (if switches are installed during vehicle assembly refer to the 

Route wire harness RH side to LH side of the under IP, behind 
the HVAC extension duct as shown.  Secure with tie straps as 
needed to prevent rattles and drooping down below the IP. 
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vehicle model sections below for details.  NOTE: Prior to reinstalling the replacement Knee 
Bolster (if applicable) follow the instructions in bulletin. 

For these vehicle installations the first step is to remove the knee bolster trim panel using the 
combined service information procedures outlined in the link below, do NOT install the new 
knee bolster until after performing the steps below.

While the knee bolster is removed, the Instrument Panel Auxiliary Fuse Block should be 
mounted, the connector for the switch bank assembly routed and secured, the gray connector 
to the IP harness connected, the power cable from the battery ran and secured (not yet 
connected to the battery) and lastly the fuse kit installed in the Battery Fuse Block.   The 
installation of these components is outline in the steps/sections below.

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Electrical Center mounting/connections: 

1. Mount the IP Aux. Fuse block using the 2 screws in the locations circled in RED as shown

2. Route the 16-pin switch bank connector through the opening in the Instrument Panel as 
shown in figure 5

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5. Connect 16-cavity connector from Aux Electrical Center to switch assembly 
6. (re) Install the lower trim panel with switches. 
7. Connect the 14-cavity connector from the Aux Electrical Center to the provisional 

connector (X213) located under the IP left of the steering column (figure below) 
8. Install the provided connector body onto the power wire harness routed earlier from 

under-hood into the passenger compartment and connect to the Aux Electrical Center 
mating connector. 

9. Reinstall the Knee Bolster trim panel

Adding Fuse Kit: 

1. Once all “kit” components have been installed, the Aux Fuse Block can now be powered, 
for detailed instructions on adding the fuses to the battery mounted electrical center 
refer to the latest revision of UI Bulletin #147. (http://www.gmupfitter.com/pages/technical-
bulletins)  

2. Following the installation of the fuse kit to the battery mounted electrical center, 
connect the power cable ring terminal to the 60-amp fuse output side stud.
